In Spes non confudit, the bull announcing the Jubilee Year 2025, Pope Francis invites us to
address such injustices: “Another heartfelt appeal that I would make in light of the coming
Jubilee is directed to the more affluent nations. I ask that they acknowledge the gravity of so
many of their past decisions and determine toforgive the debtsof countries that will never be
able to repay them. More than a question of generosity, this is a matter of justice.” (§16)
